FY2010 OMB Budget.  We are still waiting confirmation as to the status of our submission.  

JGPO Update.  No update. 
DoDEA Update.  DoDEA is currently going through their accreditation.  No change to last report. 
GPSS Update.  No update.
GCC Update.  The chair reported that the Allied Health Building construction should be completed around Sep 2009.  The new campus library construction may be breaking ground in the summer 2009.    

UOG Update.  No change from last report.  
Private School Update.  M. Manafo reported that enrollment for St. Johns is increasing due to military buildup related contractor families coming to Guam.  Their recruitment and development team is assessing plans but, not ready to engage in any expansion initiatives, yet.  They have a new headmaster – Glenn Chapin, and a new K-12 Principal – Pat Bennett.  He commented that St. Thomas Aquinas Catholic School is doing well and provides another high standard of educational opportunity for children.  L. Kasperbauer also mentioned Santa Barbara school is doing well, too. 
GPLS Update.  No update.  

GETC Update.  S. Suobiron reported that they will host a premiere event for PBS-Guam on Feb 27, 2009, at 6pm, location – TBD.  PBS-Guam is open to collaboration and partnerships for broadcasting educational programs.  Internship opportunities are available.       

GBO Update.  T. Hechanova reported that the oversight hearing with the Legislature occurred over the last two days.  Remaining subcommittees will be re-scheduled to provide their updates.  The website is up and operational at www.guambuildup.com.  Thanks to everyone who contributed information to show the works of every subcommittee’s efforts.  
Next steps.  Working with BSP and DPHSS Planners to develop a first cut population breakdown by age group and year.  Anticipate a final draft around Apr 2009.  Once this is finalized, this will help us project a budget by year for potential resources (facilities and personnel).   
Other Agenda Items.
-Oversight Hearing Feedback.  Overall, the Legislature has issues of open communications between the executive branch level and legislature.  There was a commitment to open communication lines.  Overall, the works of all sub-committees were commended.  The hearing covered two days with Health, Labor, Environmental, Natural Resources, and Education completing their updates.  Remaining subcommittees will be re-scheduled at a later time.      
-Status of Guam First Commission versus CMTF.  Executive branch states that the Guam First Commission replaces and assumes the duties of the CMTF.  Legislative branch states that the CMTF still exists for the Governor as an advisory team.  Until our branches of government resolves this issue, we appear to be status quo as long as the GBO keeps requesting information and actions to be completed.  Dr. Kasperbauer made a motion that if the CMTF is going to be replaced, he wants to officially acknowledge for record the support and thanks for the work of David Okada as the Chair of the CMTF Education subcommittee in facilitating the consolidated effort of the education community.  P. Boyd second the motion and all approved of the recognition.       
-The next JGPO Industry Forum is scheduled for Apr 28-30, 2009, between Sheraton and Marriott hotels.  There will also be an FCIA technology working session at the tail end of the forum.  

-The CLASS Critique forum on the Military Buildup is on Feb 17,2009, 5:30pm at the CLASS Lecture Hall.

-The Marianas Islands Range Complex (MIRC) EIS session will be on Feb 19, 2009, 5:30pm-9pm, Leon Guerrero Bldg, Atrium and Room 129.

-P. Boyd mentioned that at the last CCME conference he attended off-island, there is a trend showing increased enrollment in distance education (DE) courses, more collaboration in packaging articulation courses for degrees, and participation in General Education (GE) mobile courses to meet CCAF requirements.
